Use your source information and the citation tool to create your entries.


Copy and paste your entries into Word.


Place your entries in alphabetical order. = (20 points)


Double space the entire document with 1” margins. = (20 points)


Second line of each entry needs a hanging indent. = (20 points)


12 or 14 point font (TNR or Ariel) with no bolding or italics = (20 points)


All titles are underlined; all citations are punctuated correctly = (20 points)


Remember you should have a total of 7 sources:  2 internet, 2 book, 1 periodical, 1 primary

Heading is MLA format. = ( 10 points)
